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AttLis addresses multi-modal cognition with an emphasis on the interaction
between language and vision. More specifically, there is a central focus on
how attentional and visual processes interact with spoken and written
language processing. Why are attention and vision crucial to language
comprehension? How does each inform and mediate the other in moment-
to-moment processing and in language development over the lifespan?

This will be the seventh AttLis meeting, and the first in North America. This
meeting was originally planned for March, 2020, but was postponed.
